The above mentioned health care facilities are major providers for
Project WISH clients and are involved in educating women on
breast and cervical cancer, and in the promotion of early screening
and detection for both breast and cervical cancer.

The above mentioned providers are health care establishments
located in the District; they have provided breast and cervical
cancer screenings, surgical consultations, diagnostic procedures,
and treatment for Project WISH clients since its inception.
