FINDINGS

1. AUTHORIZATION:

D.C. Official Code § 2-354.04, 27 DCMR 1304, 1700 and 1701 

2. MINIMUM NEED:

The Government of the District of Columbia, Office of the Deputy Mayor for Planning and Economic Development (DMPED), specifically the New Communities Initiative (NCI) program has a requirement for an organization to help plan a Deanwood Comprehensive Community Development Model.
