FINDINGS

1.	AUTHORIZATION:

D.C. Official Code § 2-354.04, 27 DCMR 1304, 1700, 1701 and 2005.2(b)

2. MINIMUM NEED:

[bookmark: _Hlk10709960]The Government of the District of Columbia, through the Office of the Deputy Mayor for Planning and Economic Development (DMPED) and the Department of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs (DCRA) (the “District”) is seeking to extend the platform and integrate the functionality of the District of Columbia’s Business Portal via the Business Center (DCBC).  This contract will support sister agencies (ABRA, DOH, DDOT, DSLBD) to maintain the expand the existing platform as well as maintain and update current systems; PIVS and CPMS.  

3. ESTIMATED REASONABLE PRICE:

$3,000,000.00 

4. FACTS WHICH JUSTIFY SOLE SOURCE PROCUREMENT:

A.  The District developed the One City Business Portal in 2014.  The portal was implemented to customized business regulatory services to residents and businesses in the District of Columbia. 
B. The District seeks to expand the Business Portal by extending the platform and integrating the functionality of the District of Columbia’s Business Center. The contract awarded will support various agencies (ABRA, DOH, DDOT, DSLBD) to maintain existing platforms and implement new technical services.  In addition, the contract will be required to provide technical services that will design, build, test and implement a comprehensive online IT system comprising of a consolidated view of all business regulatory information, wizards and dashboards.  This recommendation is considered to be in the best interest of the Government of the District of Columbia.
C. The Contractor shall enhance the system’s capability for a comprehensive, user friendly system that allow business owners and the public to address their business license, permit and clearance needs at one site.  
D. The portal will save the consumer time, alleviate confusion relative to which offices to contact for the various license and permits issues and to streamline the registration, licensing, permitting and clearances process, thereby producing a more efficient and effective process. 
E. The only authorized contractor to provide the services required is Limbic Systems, Inc. In 2014, Limbic Systems, Inc. received the initial award of the One City Business Portal. The District awarded the subject referenced contract, following review of the contractor's pricing which was determined reasonable at award.  The Contractor's option year pricing was comparable to prices offered by other vendors in the region for comparable units.


5. CERTIFICATION BY CONTRACTS SPECIALIST:

I have reviewed the above findings and certify that they are sufficient to justify the use of the sole source method of procurement under the cited authority. I certify that the notice of intent to award a sole source contract was published in accordance with 27 DCMR 1304 and that no response was received. I recommend that the Chief Procurement Officer approve the use of the sole source procurement method for this proposed contract.
