STATUS REPORT

In response to the Order of Reference issued on February 1, 2012, by the Honorable Carol Ann
Dalton, the District of Columbia Child and Family Services Agency (CFSA) reports to the Court
as follows:

A. The social worker responsible for completing the adoption home study is Ann Reilly,
LISCW, of Adoptions Together. She can be reached at (301) 555-1000. The social
worker responsible for completing the Final Report and Recommendation is Ann Reilly,
LICSW. She can be reached at (202) 727-5206.

B. The following persons reside in the petitioners’ household: petitioner Z.H. (DOB: August
1, 1964), petitioner A.L.H. (DOB: June 29, 1968), the adoptee (DOB: November 26,
2004), and the adoptee’s sister, E.T. (DOB: August 10, 2008).

C. The petitioners are the only adults residing in the home. During the past ten years
petitioner Z.H. has resided in the District of Columbia and the state of Maryland and been
employed in the District of Columbia during the past five years. Petitioner A.L.H.
resided in the District of Columbia and the state of Maryland during the past ten years.
Petitioner A.L.H. has been employed in the District of Columbia during the past five
years.

D. According to an FBI clearance date April 2, 2011, a District of Columbia police clearance
dated March 29, 2011, and a state of Maryland police clearance dated July 30, 2011,
petitioner Z.H. has no criminal history. According to a District of Columbia Child
Protection Clearance dated January 27, 2012, and a state of Maryland Child Protection
Clearance dated February 15, 2012, petitioner Z.H. has no history of child abuse, neglect,
or maltreatment. A medical clearance was obtained for petitioner Z.H. on November 3,
2011.
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According to an FBI clearance dated April 10, 2012, a District of Columbia police
clearance dated March 27, 2011, and a state of Maryland police clearance dated July 12,
2011, petitioner A.L.H. has no criminal history. According to a District of Columbia
Child Protection Clearance dated January 27, 2012, and a state of Maryland Child
Protection Clearance dated February 5, 2012, petitioner A.L.H. has no history of child,
abuse, neglect, or maltreatment. A medical clearance was obtained for petitioner A.L.H.
on November 3, 2012.

A medical clearance was obtained for the adoptee on June 23, 2012. A medical clearance
was obtained on November 9, 2012, for the adoptee’s sister, E.T.

E. In order for the Final Report and Recommendation to be submitted: the birth parents’
parental rights must be addressed, the adoption home study must be completed, and the
adoption subsidy must be approved.

In order for the adoption home study to be completed a lead inspection must be done and
the petitioners must submitted pet vaccinations. A lead inspection has been scheduled for
March 15, 2012; the results of the inspection will be available thirty days after the
inspection is completed.

F. An adoption subsidy referral was submitted to the Adoption Subsidy Unit on February
19, 2012. A proposed subsidy agreement was mailed to the petitioners on April 1, 2012.
The petitioners are scheduled to review the agreement with their attorney on April 18,
2012. Following the attorney’s review of the agreement the petitioners will submit the
signed agreements to the assigned adoption subsidy social worker. The agency will
approve the agreements within five days of receipt from the petitioners. The assigned
adoption subsidy social worker is Ann Reilly, LICSW. She can be reached at (202) 727-
5206.

G. The Final Report and Recommendation was not filed by the deadline due to the
outstanding items detailed in E. A trial is scheduled for July 29, 2012, through August 6,
2012, to address the birth parents’ parental rights. The adoption home study is scheduled
to be completed by May 15, 2012. The adoption subsidy agreement will be approved no
later than May 1, 2012. The Final Report and Recommendation can be filed by August
30, 2012.
